International students achieve outstanding 2010 Higher School Certificate results 

This week Higher School Certificate results have been announced and international students achieved outstanding results. 

Of the 837 international students in Year 12 at New South Wales Government schools this year, 234 were listed on the 

HSC Honour Roll for scoring over 90 in a subject. 

Seven international students achieved “Top All-Rounder” status for scoring 90 or above in 10 or more units. These 

students attended Carlingford High School, Chatswood High School, Chester Hill High School, Homebush Boys High 

School, Killarney Heights High School and Strathfield Girls High School.  

International Students were listed on the Honour Roll for a total of 35 subjects predominantly for Mathematics (Extension 

courses 1 and 2 and 2 Unit), languages and science subjects. 

Fifteen international students were placed in the top 10 students in New South Wales including two students who achieved 

the top score or first place in a subject. 

One hundred and fifty five students were listed for Mathematics Extension 1, 69 students for Mathematics Extension 2, 

49 students for Chinese for Background Speakers, 38 students for Mathematics 2 Unit, 19 students for English as a 

Second Language, 16 students for Japanese Beginners 2 Unit, 12 students for Chemistry, 7 students for Physics, 7 

students for Biology, 6 students for Korean Background Speakers, 5 students for Business Studies, 4 students for 

Economics 2 Unit, 3 students for Chinese Beginners 2 Unit,  3 students for General Mathematics 2 Unit, and 3 students 

for Information Processes and Technology 2 Unit.  

Other subjects listed included Japanese Background Speakers, Khmer Continuers, Music, Persian Background 

Speakers, Vietnamese Continuers, Visual Arts, Chinese Continuers, Chinese Extension, Drama, Food Technology, 

German Continuers, Hospitality Examination, Industrial Technology, Japanese Continuers, Japanese Extension, 

Legal Studies, Macedonian Continuers, Music Extension, Personal Development Health and Physical Education, 

Senior Science and Software Design and Development.
